1. Welcome and Opening 
The meeting was called to order at 7:15 PM by Chair Victor Onyemejor, who apologised for the late start 
and explained the venue change due to Aberdeen City Council’s new booking system. He confirmed that 
bookings have been secured for subsequent months, except for September.

2. Adoption of Previous Minutes 

 Cllr. Christian Allard raised an objection that the previous minutes did not reflect his efforts in 
addressing the RAAC issue, including official letters sent to the Scottish Government. 

 The Chair acknowledged the omission and promised correction. 
 Decision: The minutes were not adopted and will be amended for approval at the next meeting. 

 
3. RAAC Update 

 Members, especially affected homeowners, expressed dissatisfaction with Aberdeen City Council’s 
handling of RAAC matters. 

 Concerns raised: 
o Offers to homeowners were considered inadequate and unfair. 
o No funding request has been made by ACC to the Scottish Government, according to 

community members. 
o Cllr. Allard clarified that compensation requests had been submitted, though no substantial 

response had been received. 
o A letter from the ACC Chief Executive was read, stating that ACC actions align with council 

committee decisions. 
Key Issues: 

 Homeowners reported securing legal representation to protect their interests. 
 Mental health concerns were noted among affected households. 
 Demolition of affected homes has been paused. 
 Alternative council properties offered were rejected by homeowners as insufficient in value. 
 Community members called for collaboration between all parties. 

 
Proposals: 

 Explore fiscal flexibility and other funding mechanisms with the Housing Minister. 
 Consider a vote of no confidence in the ACC Chief Executive (motion deferred to next meeting).

 Amend previous minutes to reflect Cllr. Allard’s actions. (Secretary – Next meeting) 
 Explore fiscal flexibility funding with Housing Minister. (Planning Officer & Councillors – 

September 2025)
